The time allocated for your conversation is 8-10 minutes.
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Notes for teachers

Students will participate in a conversation with the classroom teacher or another speaker of Hindi, or
a Hindi aide. The speaker of Hindi will ask a number of questions in Hindi on the topic, Indian identity
in the international context.

Allocate 8—10 minutes for the conversation.

In preparation for this task, allow students the opportunity to practise spoken interaction by
participating with a partner, exchanging information (questioning and responding) and maintaining a
conversation talking about Indian identity in the international context.
