Statement explaining the idea/stimulus for Performance 1
Instructions to candidate
The statement outlines the idea/stimulus of the Original solo choreography. Candidates must provide succinct information about the solo being presented, which may include artistic choices and any key decisions made regarding the use of choreographic devices and choreographic structure.
Candidates may include some diagrammatic information; however, it is not necessary to describe the use of spatial organisation or the movement vocabulary used. The statement is not assessed; however, the information presented in the statement is critical to how the Original solo choreography is viewed by the markers.
The statement is to be no more than 50 words and must be word processed using 11-point Arial font.
The candidate must make two copies of the statement and hand a copy to each marker when they enter the examination room.
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
